Prayer for bail of the accused-petitioner in Mohammadpur Police Station Case No.94 dated 20.12.2020 corresponding to G.R. No.1229 of 2020  under Table 10(ka) of Section 36(1) of the Madok Drabbaya Niyontran Ain, 2018, now pending in the Court of learned Chief  Metropolitan Magistrate  , Dhaka.

Mr. Justice Syed Mahmud Hossain, the Hon’ble Chief Justice of Bangladesh and his companion Justices of the said Hon’ble Court. 

The humble petition on behalf of the accused-petitioner above named most respectfully-

S H E W E T H :-

1. That on 20.12.2020 one SI Md. Sakil Joarder, Mohamadpur Police Station , Dhaka lodged an ejahar with Mohammadpur Police Station against the accused-petitioner and the officer-in-Charge of Mohammadpur Police Station recorded the same as Mohammadpur Police Station Case No. 94 dated 20.12.2020 under Table 10(ka) of Section 36(1) of the Madock Drabbaya Niyontran Ain, 2018 and directed for its investigation.
2. That the prosecution case, in short, is that on 20.12.2020 the informant lodged an FIR with Mohammadpur Police Station alleging inter alia that on 19.12.2020 at about 20.45 while on duty in the Mohammadpur Police Station area,  knows on secret information some persons sell yaba tablet in Mohammadpur Police Station  area  of  Gajnabi Road,  Block-A in front of House No.76. Thereafter I informed the higher authority then I reached the place of occurrence with Forces and arrest the accused petitioner and also recovered 120 pieces of yeaba tablet from the accused petitioner hand. According those prepared a seizure list in presence of the witnesses and hence the case.
The certified copy of the said F.I.R and Seizure List are annexed herewith and marked as Annexures- A and A-1.
3. That it is stated that on 20.12.2020 accused-petitioner was arrested by the police and he was forwarded before the court of learned Chief Metropolitan Magistrate,  Dhaka, with prayer for seven days police remand but the learned court was pleased to send him to the Jail Hazot and since then the accused-petitioner languishing in Jail Hazat till  to date. 
The certified copy of the said forwarding is annexed hereto and marked as Annexure- B. 
4. That it is stated that the investigating officer of the case took up the case for investigation but no police report has yet been submitted. 
5. That it is stated that on 04.02.2021 the petitioner lastly filed and moved a bail petition before the court of learned  Metropolitan sessions Judge, Dhaka which was rejected without any cogent reason in Criminal Miscellaneous Case No. 10519 of 2020
6. That it is humbly submitted that the accused-petitioner is quite innocent and has committed no offence and he has falsely been implicated in the instant case only for illegal gain and she is the victim of circumstances and as such the accused-petitioner is entitled to be enlarged on bail. 
7. That it is submitted that the accused petitioner is neither the owner nor possessor of the aforesaid articles and nothing was recovered from the knowledge, control and possession of the accused petitioner and as such the petitioner is entitled to be enlarged on bail.  
8. That it is humbly submitted that although the accused petitioner is languishing in jail hajot since his arrest dated on 20.12.2020 but no police report has yet been submitted and it is uncertain when the police report will be submitted and as such he may kindly be enlarged on bail.
9. That it is submitted that there is no early chance of disposal of this case and as such the accused petitioner should be favored with bail.
10. That it is humbly submitted that the accused petitioner is a women  and due to long jail hajot his family members are facing immense mental and social crisis  and as such she may kindly be enlarged on bail for ends of justice.
11. That it is humbly submitted that the accused-petitioner has permanent hearth and home in her locality and there is no chance of his absconding or tempering with the evidence if she will enlarge on bail and as such the accused-petitioner is entitled to be enlarged on bail.   
12. That in the aforesaid premises the accused petitioner begs to prefer this application for bail before this Hon’ble Court on the following amongst others:- 
G R O U N D S

I. For that the accused-petitioner is quite innocent and has committed no offence and he has falsely been implicated in the instant case only for illegal gain and she is the victim of circumstances and as such the accused-petitioner is entitled to be enlarged on bail. 
II. For that the accused petitioner is neither the owner nor possessor of the aforesaid articles and nothing was recovered from the knowledge, control and possession of the accused petitioner and as such the petitioner is entitled to be enlarged on bail.
III. For that although the accused petitioner is languishing in jail hajot since her arrest dated on 20.12.2020 but no police report has yet been submitted and it is uncertain when the police report will be submitted and as such he may kindly be enlarged on bail.
IV. For that there is no early chance of disposal of this case and as such the accused petitioner should be favored with bail.
V. For that the accused petitioner is the women and due to long jail hajot his family members are facing immense mental and social crisis and as such he may kindly be enlarged on bail for ends of justice.
VI. For that the accused-petitioner has permanent hearth and home in her locality and there is no chance of her absconding or tempering with the evidence if she will enlarge on bail and as such the accused-petitioner is entitled to be enlarged on bail.

Wherefore, it is most humbly prayed that your lordships may graciously be pleased to issue a Rule calling upon the opposite party to show cause, as to why the accused-petitioner should not be enlarged on bail in Mohammadpur Police Station Case No. 94 dated 20.12.2020 corresponding to G.R. No.1229 of 2020   under Table 10(ka) of Section 36(1) of the Madock Drabbaya Niyontran Ain, 2018, now pending in the Court of learned Chief Metropolitan Magistrate, Dhaka and on perusing the records and cause shown if any, make the Rule absolute and/or pass such other or order or orders as to your lordships may deem fit and proper.
